In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the 
beginning with God. All things came into being through him, and without him not one thing came into 
being. What has come into being in him was life, and the life was the light of all people. %e light shines 
in the darkness, and the darkness did not overcome it.

%ere was a man sent from God, whose name was John. He came as a witness to testify to the light, so that 
all might believe through him.

Volunteers purchase 
and prepare food (including casseroles, rolls, salad, and 
dessert) and/or serve the guests. Typically, as many as 
60 or 70 guests come seeking food and fellowship. %is 
is a wonderful opportunity to get to know other St.

Capitol and the White House a#er the War of 1812. Twenty-$ve of the stained glass windows in St. John’s 
were designed and executed by artisans of the noted Lorin $rm of Chartres, France.
